Jesus Feeds the 5,000 Bible Verses 

6:2 people followed him because they saw the miracles he did to heal the sick. 

6:3 Jesus went up on a hill and there sat down with his followers. 

6:4 It was almost the time for the Jewish Passover Feast.

6:5 Jesus looked up and saw a large crowd coming toward him. He said to Philip, “Where can

we buy bread for all these people to eat?” 

6:6 (Jesus asked Philip this question to test him. Jesus already knew what he planned to do.) 

6:7 Philip answered, “Someone would have to work almost a year to buy enough bread for

each person here to have only a little piece.” 

6:8 Another follower there was Andrew. He was Simon Peter’s brother. 

Andrew said, 

6:9 “Here is a boy with five loaves of barley bread and two little fish. But that is not enough

for so many people.” 

6:10 Jesus said, “Tell the people to sit down.” This was a very grassy place. There were about

5,000 men who sat down there.

6:41 'The Jews began to complain about Jesus. They complained because he said, “I am the

bread that comes down from heaven.” 

6:42   The Jews said, “This is Jesus. We know his father and mother. He is only Joseph’s son.

How can he say, ‘I came down from heaven’?” 

6:43   But Jesus answered, “Stop complaining to each other. 

6:44   The Father is the One who sent me. No one can come to me unless the Father draws

him to me. And I will raise him up on the last day. 

6:45   It is written in the prophets, ‘God will teach all the people.’ Everyone who listens to the

Father and learns from him comes to me. 

6:46   No one has seen the Father except the One who is from God. Only he has seen the

Father. 

6:47   I tell you the truth. He who believes has eternal life. 

6:48   I am the bread that gives life.
